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Australia is facing a severe housing 
crisis driven by rising prices, high rents, 
and limited supply. Population growth 
has outpaced construction due to land 
constraints, planning limits, and costs. 
Home ownership is increasingly 
unattainable, pushing more people into 
an expensive rental market. Investor 
demand and policy settings intensify 
competition. The crisis worsens 
inequality, strains workers and 
communities, and increases 
homelessness. Addressing it requires 
boosting supply, reforming policies, and 
strengthening support for renters and 
first-home buyers.
